John 8 
 

1. What was the purpose of the religious leaders casting this woman’s sin in the public light? 
 

2. Why do you think they didn’t bring out the man in adultery? 
 

3. How did the religious leaders think they had Jesus trapped in whatever answer he gave about stoning 
her? In other words, if Jesus said, “stone her” what would they say? If Jesus said, “release her” what 
would they say? 

 
4. How did Jesus deal with the woman’s sin and show His grace at the same time? 

 
5. Verses 12-20: What do you think the immediate reaction may have been of the religious leaders when 

Jesus told them they didn’t know God (the Father)? 
 

6. Verse 21 is a powerful statement of Jesus. Where was Jesus going? Heaven. He tells these Pharisees 
they were not going to Heaven - they were going to die in their sin of unbelief. We either die in sin or we 
die in Jesus! Dying in Jesus ushers us into His presence! 

 
7. Verse 32: What are 3 things Jesus sets us free from? 

 
8. Verse 41 (the end part) What was the sarcastic accusation these people were making against Jesus? 

 
9. What are three truths Jesus was seeking to teach the religious leaders in Verses 48-59? 

 
10. What is the central truth Jesus revealed about Himself in verse 58? What did it lead to in verse 59?
